Dear FOI Family, 

The liturgy chosen for this year‟s Chicago Equinox Goddess Festival, Sirius Star of Isis, is about love and twin souls.  The 
invocation beseeches, “May we be One with our own twins in divine reality. “ 
 
The twin oracles in this liturgy do not dwell on the  love of Isis and Osiris for each other, or how they found each other, or 
how they lived happily ever after.  The twin souls of this liturgy do not gaze in self-absorbed adoration  at each other.    
Rather, their love turns outwards towards the beauty and suffering of the polluted earth on which we live.   
 
In her oracle, Isis says, “You long for that which you possess already! …Deep within your hearts is an image of your 
Immortal Twin.”  We carry within us a connection with our twin soul.  And we are part of nature.  What we do to nature, we 
do to ourselves..and to our twin soul, even though they may be separated from us by time and space.  Isis gives us clear 
advice: “When you learn to recognize the divinity in all beings, your reward will be unexpected!  You will find your own

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spiritual family, your lost twin, your very self. The arduous search, the suffering, and the loneliness, form part of the growth 
of a nobler humanity.  To learn the task of that new humanity, turn to My Divine Brother, Osiris!” 
 
Osiris is not only the judge and king of the Duat.  He is a loving and kindly father.  He is the fertile land.  He, in every 
possible way, supports us. 
 
There was no “happily ever after” for Isis and Osiris.  After doing all the right things, horrible events came into their lives.  
They endured much for each other and for their child.  They did what needed to be done.  At the end of it, things were 
different.  Osiris became king of the Duat, but he was still dead.  They transferred the pattern of their own parents, Nuit 
and Geb, who yearned for each other on a cosmic level, to a more metaphysical level.  Their yearning transcends time, 
space, dimension, and even death. They are not together happily ever after.  Yet they are still twin souls. 
 
Turn to Osiris, as Isis suggests.  He is the lord of the heart, which is the gateway to all worlds.  The heart connects 
heaven and earth, the above and the below, the electron and the proton, as well as the father and the mother.  Laboring 
on behalf of your twin soul, and searching for them, takes you on a journey through the gateway of the heart, through 
various levels of being.  Osiris presides over the weighing of the heart at the soul‟s final judgment.  Whatever makes your 
heart heavy needs to be healed.  We can not keep secrets from our own heart, and our heart does not lie to us.  Effort on 
behalf of the twin soul, whether they are in this world or beyond, will lighten the heart.   
 
The Star Sirius can also lighten the heart.   Meditate on the Star Sirius, so that through its power your heart may be 
healed and your being may vibrate at a higher frequency.   This will prepare you to enter the Fifth World.  Our current 
state of being is one of half consciousness.  We go through life  partially asleep.  While this planet struggles to ascend 
and evolve, we have difficulty handling  emotions that come through us.   It is hard for us to deal with these transitional  
vibration frequencies which affect us physically and emotionally.  We are like Sleeping Beauty.

Imagine, if you will, the silver pillars of our temple . . . with a shimmering veil extending between them.  
The veil dissolves to reveal an earthen path, grass, herbs and flowers are on either side.  It is early evening.

Contemplations on the Manifesto of the Fellowship of Isis:

For the last 2 issues of Isis Seshat Journal, I have been contemplating the first word of the Manifesto of the Fellowship of 

Isis, which is, of course, manifesto.  The first time, it was through thoughts of my own; the second time, it was through a 

wonderful book about artistic manifestos.   

 

The second word of the title is the word fellowship. 

 

Fellowship is defined as:  “the companionship of persons on equal and friendly terms;”  “the state of being together or 

sharing;”  “a company or group of equals or associates;”  “a group with the intimate relationship or common 

purposefulness of a brotherhood or fraternity;”  “the quality or state of being comradely;”  “the state or relationship of 

being an equal or an associate.”  (Webster’s Third New International Dictionary.)  Other definitions may exist in other 

dictionaries. 

It is significant that the word “fellowship” was chosen by Lady Olivia.  It signifies a group of individuals of diverse 

background who journey together for a common goal and purpose.  

 Think, for example, of The Fellowship of the Ring, in which a group of individuals of diverse origin and affiliations 

collaborated on an important mission.  They did not give up their identity.  They maintained their diversity and their

original relationships to their people, their nation, their creed, etc..  Yet they collaborated on an important mission for 

the sake of their world. 

The FOI is not an order, a religion, a club, an institute, a coven, a church, or anything else of this nature.  These are all 

serious institutions with serious levels of commitment.  Many of them require the giving up of s omething.  But ours is a 

fellowship. 

It is something open, not something confining.  Its boundaries are alive.  It can embrace and expand.   It is  horizontal, 

not vertical. 

Is it a coincidence that  the difference between the words “fellow” and “follow” is but a single letter?  The fellowship is a 

group of followers..of Isis.  We travel together in her retinue.   

In addition, fellowship implies conviviality.  For example, the seasonal celebrations at our lyceum consist of rituals 

followed by feasting and fellowship.  They are times of friendliness and camaraderie involving  people of all backgrounds 

and levels of experience.   

The Fellowship of Isis functions as a network as well as a means to honor the feminine divine. It offers life-sustaining, 

life-enhancing spiritual nourishment in a light-hearted, inclusive manner.  In its very being, it is a raising of the vibratory 

level.

This is a personal meditation that was personally given to me by Queen Mab Herself.   I now pass it onto you in turn with 
Her Blessings 
 
Prepare yourself for meditation as you would normally.  Light incense, candles, cast a circle, and invoke the four quarters.   
Play some Celtic music and make sure you have plenty of crystals around you 
 
Now sit on a chair or lie on a bed, and close your eyes.  Visualise that it is night (if this presents some difficulty for you, 
you may opt for daylight).  You are standing outside of a barrow or chambered cairn (I personally think of Bryn Celli Ddu in 
Anglesey for this) and a light shines from within.  Now, you feel a call to enter, which you do. 
 
The place is full of light and you find yourself standing in a crystal stone circle in the Land of Magic.  There to greet you is 
Queen Mab herself,  She is a strikingly beautiful woman, with long black and blue hair piled high, she has chiseled 
features and wears a long robe (this may vary, Queen Mab has greeted me wearing black, lilac, white, and seagreen up 
to now). 
 
What happens now is chiefly between Mab and yourself, however she may wish to teach you in the ways of the Land of 
Magic. Be open to what happens.  You may also meet some of the Fey here (i.e. elves, gnomes, fairies).  However, be 
aware that they can be tricksters, though not malevolent, so be on your guard. 
 
When it is time to return, Mab gestures you to enter the crystal stone circle, and you find yourself once more standing in 
front of the cairn or barrow.  Now return to your own time and place.  When fully grounded, drink a glass of water and do 
not go out into traffic for at least half an hour, 
 
Once the way is known to the crystal land, the way can always be found again,  However, the way you ascend may vary 
in future encounters,  I have found myself „orbing‟ there like Paige does from Charmed, or using the ring transportation 
device from Stargate! 
 
NB – some people have experienced coming up against the fey blocking their way at the entrance of the barrow, if this 
happens, they are challenging you.  The best way round this is, to get them back at their own game and bluff them.    
 
 
 
 

  QETESH / KADESH 
 

In Egyptian mythology Qetesh (also: Qadesh, Kadesh, Qaudeshet, ) was a Goddess of sex (rather than fertility), who is 
thought to originally be a Semitic god, from Chaldean mythology. She was adopted into the Egyptian pantheon as early as 
the new Kingdom. Once adopted by the Egyptians she was named Knt (pronounced Kenet). Her lover was Resheph,  
a married god from Chaldean myth, and she also took Min as a lover (though some believe he was her son).  
He was the God of fertility and Sexual prowess, so seemed an obvious choice as a lover. 
 
She was always depicted as a naked woman riding on the back of a lion, with the crescent moon (representing the night) 
as a headdress. She was also shown holding snakes (representing the penis) in her right hand and Lotus flowers 
(representing the vulva), in her left. Among her many natures she was worshiped as a Nature Goddess, a Goddess of 
Sexual Ecstasy and sacred Pleasure. She was also the deity of Law, happiness, dance, and music and most importantly 
the Protector of Women. This last nature made her a popular with women who were being treated badly.

The strong appeal of Qetesh lead to there being a secret society formed in her honor. In order to keep the Society of The 
Rings secret the Macedonian bodyguards of the Egyptian Praetorian Guard, loyal to the Society, would provide the Hand 
Maidens with reed pens, ink and parchment. The Hand Maidens of the Priestesses‟ of Qetesh would make the request, 
seal the parchment and return it a member of the Society. He in turn would place the parchment in a false part of the ring, 
and make his way. 

   
 

Members of the Ring of Qetesh facilitated unique and exquisite gifts of lore to express their love and adoration to the most 
attractive Priestesses. The Society developed into a „quiet‟ form of diplomacy between the court Princes, nobles and 
Kingdoms. They are noted as saying “We walk in the dark places no one else will enter”. 
 
In the Reign of Cleopatra VII the Secret Society was a „powerbase‟ protecting the regent of Egypt against plots to take her 
throne. Cleopatra knew that there were whispers and intrigue and attempted plots against her and her court. The women 
of the rings of Qetesh were ordered to sleep with the dissenters and find out their secrets. Cleopatra was reported to say 
“What better way to block an attempted conspiracy than from the whispers associated with scented pillows” 
 
After the death of Cleopatra and the fall of the Egyptian Empire, the Keepers of The Rings of Qetesh sponsored a group 
of the strongest and bravest noblemen and named them „Men of Romance‟. The group then left Egypt and spread out to 
the new Empires of Greece and Rome. The Men of Romance dedicated their lives to protecting Kings and Queens, Poets 
and Painters throughout history. Two of the famous men they protected were Alexandra the Great and the Painter 
Michelangelo. Most interestingly it had also been rumored that Robin Hood and His Merry Men were members of The

Sekhmet is one of the oldest goddesses known. Her name means „the powerful”. She is goddess of healing, medicine, 
surgery and recovery, passion, sexuality, freedom, and responsibility. She is goddess of war, disease, pestilence, plague, 
and vengeance. 
 
Sekhmet is associated with the Sun, as Hathor she is identified with the Sun and Venus. Venus as the Day Star is 
considered to be the warrior aspect of the goddess. Venus is always in close proximity to the Sun‟s position.  
 
Gold is her metal. Copper or bronze can be used as well. Silver was rare in Egypt and therefore only available to those 
who could afford it. Amulets in her form are most often blue faience. 
 

Precious and Semi-precious Stones of Her 
 
Turquoise -- (Hathor, her softer side, is Lady of the House of Sekhmet as well as Lady of Turquoise), matrix stones found 
with turquoise, faience. 
Carnelian – success, strength, vitality, life force, courage, focus, energy, self-starter, inner realization, ambition and follow 
through, emotional balance. 
Garnet – passion, loyalty, blood, energy, intense situations, reduces toxins, poison or infection in the body or mind, heal 
emotional problems, stimulate desire, success, luck 
Peridot – affection, friendship, freedom from jealousy and envy, muscle control, liver 
Red Jasper – strength, endurance, physical stamina, metabolism, stability, patience, lessen insecurity, protection from 
gullibility and coercion, accomplishment 
Sardonyx – Stamina, patience, release of stress, emotional control, confidence, eloquence, drawing together or binding 
ties, communication, security 
Tiger Eye – clear thought, inner vision, connection of mind-spirit, foresight, decision making, appraisal of situations, 
control impulsiveness, creativity, thinking under stress 
Topaz – fire, heat, solar energy, controlled passion, balance emotions, clear stress away, regulate breathing, protection, 
focus on success, peace and calm 
 
The wand, scepter, sekhem scepter, and sekhem sistrum are her symbolic magical tools. Hathor‟s son Ihy carries 
the sekhem sistrum.

“I am called The First to See Her, for it is my privilege and duty to open her shrine, unveil her face, and make offering to 

her each morning.  I know better than most how sweet it is to serve the beautiful one with the right offerings.” 

 

This statement is the essence of the book Offering to Isis, especially for worshippers of Isis.  It is 

important particularly for her clergy to actively make the correct gift to Isis.  The offerings we 

make to Isis are our way of communicating with her and showing our gratitude for her having 

found us and allowing us to worship her.   

 

This book is highly instructive and it   plainly guides its readers through making all types of 

offerings.  As I am an artist, it was a wonderful way to spark my creativity by making my 

offerings of clay or drawing them on paper.  

 

 Isidora teaches the difference between sacrifice and offering.  Offerings are motivated by love, 

appreciation, joy, growth, and connection to Isis.  Making offerings was essential to the Egyptian 

relationship with the Divine.  The literal nourishment of the gods and goddesses was a main 

function of offerings; also it is a way of giving thanks to them for what they have provided to 

humans.  This book states that the character of the giver is more acceptable to the divine than 

the “splendid ox” of the wrongdoer.  By offering and receiving blessings the connection between 

human and divine is eternally woven and rewoven.   

 

Isidora helps you choose an offering by first reading a highly enjoyable list of the types of 

offering the ancients used.  She also suggests offerings by specific purpose.  For example, if 

you are celebrating the birth of a child she recommends offerings that relate to Isis as divine 

mother… such as milk , birthing bricks ,children, or cows.  When making offerings just to please 

Isis, the book suggests offering by theme such as elemental, zodiacal, plant, animal, celestial, 

and terrestrial. 

 

The book is helpful in listing offerings to communicate with a special aspect of Isis such as Lady of Abundance.  You 

could offer green plants, breasts, bread, wine, persea, or milk.  Suggested offerings to celebrate could be costly items 

such as gold or lapis; or you could choose an offering by chance.   

 

Isidora describes the sacred gestures and the offering rites themselves, all of which are updated and practical for modern 

devotees.  I highly recommend this book.

THE MENNONITES OF MARROWBONE, KENTUCKY

I send this to you as an eye-witness to what didn't make the news. I hope you will understand this was a VERY Powerful 
Event to witness and Sacred place to pray, among all the many other denominations: 
 
An Estimated 4000 people came on a Beautifully Sunny Day to the "Esh and Gingerich Funerals," in Marrowbone, KY. It's 
a small cattle and dairy town. Marrowbone, Ky. is small; it has NO traffic light or gas station.  [Eleven members of the Esh 
family, three generations, died in an automobile crash on March 26, 2010. – ed.] 
 
I have never seen that many people in one place, except for a sporting event.  Three double-decker Greyhound-type 
buses from Maryland, Pennsylvania,and  Ohio all marked with 'Mennonite Disaster Relief Services' brought some people. 
I saw car license tags from Idaho, Montana, Wyoming, and many other states. 
 
Two of this family's sons had a mission in Brazil.  People came from that location as well as Paraguay.  Two other sons 
live in South Dakota.  After I spoke with 2 American Indian reservations in South Dakota, the Chiefs there asked IF 
I would represent their reservations, as they knew these 2 sons. 
 
Shuttle buses took people from the Marrowbone Fire Department to the large warehouse where the funeral took place. 
Eight open caskets, one with the 3 month old boy child resting in his mother's arms] were open as part of their cultural 
belief, were hand made.  It was plain to see which of the victims were on the driver's side, their heads were indented from 
the 80,000 lbs. truck's impact.  
 
Three  ministers performed the service lasting 2 1/2 hrs. while we sat on metal folding chairs. The congregation was very 
still and quiet through out the service. Even the small children and infants were silent, very few stirred or cried.  Songs 
sung by the congregation were in   A Capella 4 part harmony, Very Beautiful.  It sounded a lot like what I imagine Angels 
sound like. After all that time sitting my back and knee was in great pain, myself and many others had to have help getting 
up. 
 
The Local radio station, WRKY, helped to coordinate part of the service. When the congregation needed anything WRKY 
was called.  Water was needed, the call went out and in 1 hr. 2 trucks with 25 cases of water was brought.  Homes were 
opened by some of the 900 locals of Marrowbone for strangers to stay for the service.  
 
After the service, double viewing lines were formed for ALL those who choose to view. While the viewing took place 
the Esh Family CD of Gospel songs played. One song sung was " I will lift you up on Eagles Wings." Then the option was 
given to get food or go to the cemetery. I went to the cemetery where there was a very large tent and waited over 20 
minutes.  [ABC, CBS, and NBC news were all there to film.   I then realized I didn't think my back and knee could 
withstand just standing and waiting another 45 minutes. I caught a shuttle to go back my car. 
 
On the return trip  we were directed to wait as the 8 hearses rode past us. Very moving and touching to observe.  
 
I learned a lot about More Service and Community from this experience.  These Mennonite's TRULY believe what they 
profess and "Walk their Talk."

Manifesto 
 

Growing numbers of people are rediscovering their love for the Goddess.  At first, this love may seem to be no more than 

an inner feeling.  But soon it develops; it becomes a longing to help the Goddess actively in the manifestation of Her 

divine plan.  Thus, one hears such enquiries as, "How can I get initiated into the Mysteries of the Goddess?  How can I 

experience a closer communion with her?  Where are her nearest temples and devotees?  How can I join the priesthood 

of the Goddess?", and many other such questions. 

The Fellowship of Isis has been founded to answer these needs.  Membership provides means of promoting a closer 

communion between the Goddess and each member, both singly and as part of a larger group.  There are hundreds of 

Iseums and thousands of members all over the world, since the Fellowship was founded in 1976 by Lawrence, Pamela 

and Olivia Durdin-Robertson.  Love, Beauty and Truth are expressed through a multi-religious, multi-cultural, multi-racial 

Fellowship. The good in all faiths is honoured. The Fellowship of Isis has no particular affiliations. 

The Fellowship is organized on a democratic basis.  All members have equal privileges within it, whether as a single 

member or part of an Iseum or Lyceum.  This manifesto applies also to the daughter societies: the College of Isis, the 

Spiral of the Adepti, the Spiral of Alchemy, the Noble Order of Tara and the Druid Clan of Dana. 

The Fellowship respects the freedom of conscience of each member.  There are no vows required or commitments to 

secrecy.  All Fellowship activities are optional and members are free to resign without question. Membership is free. 

The Fellowship reverences all manifestations of Life.  The God also is venerated.  The Rites exclude any form of sacrifice, 
whether actual or symbolic.  Nature is revered and conserved.  The work of the Noble Order of Tara is for conservation of 
Nature. 

The Fellowship accepts religious toleration, and is not exclusivist.  Members are free to maintain other religious 

allegiances.  Membership is open to all of every religion, tradition and race.  Children, listed as "Children of Isis", are 

welcomed, subject to parental consent.  The “Animal Family of Isis” accepts members‟ animal and bird friends through 

centres. 

The Fellowship believes in the promotion of Love, Beauty and Abundance.  No encouragement is given to asceticism.  

The Fellowship seeks to develop friendliness, psychic gifts, happiness, and compassion for all life.  The Druid Clan of 

Dana develops Nature's psychic gifts. 

The College of Isis has been revived after its suppression 1,500 years ago.  Like Aset Shemsu, The F.O.I. itself, it has 

always been alive in the Inner Planes.  It is from these Inner Planes that its return has been inspired.  Magi degrees may 

be conferred through Lyceums of the College.  Correspondence courses are offered.  There are no vows nor secrecy.   

Iseums are the very Hearths of the Goddess, or Goddess and God to Whom they are dedicated.  These are listed, along 

with Lyceums, Groves and Priories in the F.O.I. Homepage Directory.   All these centers and Isiam News are for F.O.I.

The Archpriesthood Union is over-all Custodian for the Fellowship of Isis.  The Fellowship of Isis Priesthood is derived 

from a hereditary line of the Robertson from Ancient Egypt.
